Through 'open' applications - a maximum of £45 million per year is available for open funding, from 2009/10. All organisations that are recognized by Sport England are able to apply for this funding, including applicants from sports clubs, voluntary or community organisations, local authorities, education establishments (such as schools, colleges and universities), which grow and sustain participation in community sport. These applications will be judged on their merits against transparent and relevant criteria, which will be published when the funds are open for applications. 

It is proposed a series of themed rounds of Lottery funding for projects, which deliver positive outcomes for community sport. The themes would be chosen so as to ensure maximum benefits to sport and the communities participating in that sport. It would ensure that in making decisions on Lottery funding they are comparing ‘like with like’, focusing on the best applications within particular themes. It is envisaged the funding will be used for a wide range of projects such as: supporting voluntary organisations to run sports programmes, coaching, significant investment in equipment or new facilities or extending existing facilities to community groups.

Themed Rounds - Projects, which meet the criteria within a given themed round, will receive grants of over £10,000 to grow and sustain participation in community sport.

The first themed round will be announced in February 2009 in anticipation of applications in April 2009. The round will be open for 2-3 months. It is anticipated there will be 2-3 rounds per year with at least 3 months notice of forthcoming rounds.

Eligibility - The funds will be open to recognized Sport England organisations, including applicants from sports clubs, voluntary or community organisations, local authorities, education establishments (such as schools, colleges and universities) which grow and sustain participation in community sport. They will aim to apply criteria, which target funds at certain types of projects designed to maximise the benefits for community sport in line with the objectives of the fund.

Application -There will be a two-stage process: an initial short application to assess alignment with the fund's objectives, then a longer process designed to understand the project and decide on the appropriate funding.

Monitor & Evaluate - All Sport England funded programmes will be subject to an appropriate level and type of monitoring and evaluation. This will be geared to ensure that the organisation both meets its statutory duties and manages risk regarding delivery of programme outcomes. The requirements will also be proportionate to past performance - good delivery will mean a lighter monitoring requirement, with poor performance calling for greater attention.

Small Grants - Grants of between £300 and £10,000 will be provided to support sport in communities. The small grants programme will provide funding for community-level activities that help people become involved in sport, keep people in sport or help people improve their performance at their chosen sport. It is anticipated this fund will be used for example, for purchasing sports equipment for local clubs, running coaching activities for the community and getting more coaches qualified. The fund will be efficient at getting small amounts of funding to grassroots sport in England.

Eligibility - The programme will be open to not-for-profit organisations, including applicants from sports clubs, voluntary or community organisations, local authorities, education establishments (such as schools, colleges and universities). Projects will need to demonstrate how they contribute to growing and sustaining participation in community sport or helping improve performance in sport. Funding will not be available to individuals.

Application - Application will be online, with web based and telephone help-line support. Alternative options will be available for those without internet access. The whole process, from receipt of application to decision, will take no longer than six weeks.

Innovation Fund - Funding will be provided to a limited number of large projects to test out new ideas, which could have wider application. The Innovation Fund will provide medium to large awards to organisations that demonstrate they can address specific barriers to growing and sustaining participation in sport. This fund will be targeted at projects which offer potentially higher return for higher risk, as might be expected from an innovative approach. Successful projects will be seen as 'market leading'. The fund will be designed to promote effective take-up of the lessons learned during the process. This would be aimed at making the project into business as usual so that impact can be sustained. Evaluation will therefore be an important part of a successful project proposal.

Application - There will be a two-stage process: an initial short application to assess alignment with the fund's objectives, and then a longer process designed to understand the project and decide on the appropriate funding level and monitoring and evaluation methodology.

SportsMatch - Grants of between £500 and £100,000 will be provided to clubs and other organisations that need Sport England grants to bring in other funding. (Please see later on in this brochure).

Facilities Investment - Funding will be provided to support sustainable investment in major sports facilities. This funding is additional to the facilities funding that will be given to national governing bodies. (For further information on this please refer to the Sport England website.)

This fund will give small grants to projects and activities that directly lead to people taking part in sustained physical activity. The aim of the fund is to help remove the “barriers” which stop people being active. 

The Kellogg’s Active Living Fund is very keen to fund activities that enable adults and children to exercise together. Applications can be considered for projects engaging with young people up to 25 years of age. However priority will be given to applications requesting support for family units – children and adults undertaking physical activity together. If your charity is eligible to apply to the Foundation your local Grant Manager will contact you shortly to discuss the next steps.

Step 3 – Assessment
If you are applying for a grant of over £5,000 your local Grant Manager will visit you to discuss your funding requirements in detail and help you to make the best application. If you are applying for under £5,000 the Manager will carry out a telephone assessment.

Step 4 - Complete the application form 

If your local Grant Manager recommends that you complete an application form, they will give you an electronic/hard copy of the form. You will need to read the accompanying guidance notes and include:

Step 5 - Return your application form to our central office 
You will need to submit a signed copy of the form to our central office. You will usually receive confirmation that we have received your application form within one week. We may then contact you by telephone to discuss aspects of your application. 

Step 6 - The decision on your application
We respond to all applications that we receive and it takes from three to six months for a decision to be made on your application. Your local Grant Manager will tell you when you are likely to hear the decision.

The National Sports Foundation funded by Sport England, is a Government-led initiative designed to facilitate and encourage partnerships between private investors and community sports projects in England. They do this by matching new and additional private investment with Foundation funding, on a pound for pound basis. 

Applications will be assessed on a first come first serve basis. This will ensure that the benefits of the funding are received at the earliest opportunity. All projects applying in 2008/09 will need to ensure that their project is able to spend and deliver their entire grant funding by 31 March 2009. Private investment may be used to sustain projects after this date; however the private investment funding must be in the applicant's bank account from the beginning of the project.

The NSF will only consider one-year revenue projects and capital projects that meet Sport England’s outcomes below:

Grow

Increasing regular participation in sport by 200,000 adults per annum (1m in total by 2012/13) and working with Youth Sport Trust to enable young people to access at least 5 hours of sport a week.

Sustain

Sustaining current participation in sport by ensuring that participants have a high quality experience and working to reduce the "drop-off" in sports participation between 16 and 18.

Excel

Developing and accelerating talent by investing in individual sports, making sure that many more talented performers move onto elite programmes and sporting success.
In addition to the above Outcomes, match-funding projects which deliver one or more of the following, will be considered:

· Increased participation in sporting activity, with a strong focus on under-represented groups including young people, women and girls, people with disabilities, over 45's, black and minority ethnic groups, socially and economically disadvantaged groups.

· Increased club membership

· Increased numbers of qualified and active coaches delivering instruction in sport

· Increase numbers of active volunteers supporting community sport

There are three priority funding themes for 2008-2009:

· Fit for Sport - projects to improve both physical and human infrastructure for community clubs. This will include investing in clubs, coaches and volunteers in local communities.

· 2012 Kids - building on the success of the Olympics, projects to encourage children and young people to take up sport.

· Women into Sport - projects to increase female participation in sport, including providing coaching and support for female teams.

A minimum of £50,001 in private investment is required. Private investment is classified as either commercial sponsorship or an individual donation from a private investor(s).

The NSF strongly recommend that you check whether you are ready to apply for match funding click on the link and the checklist will assist you to determine whether your organisation/project is eligible to receive match funding. If you answer "NO" to any of the questions then your organisation/project is not eligible. Also be aware that you must provide mandatory documentation. Applications received without this information will be considered ineligible.
Once you have determined whether you are ready to apply start filling in the electronic application form. When you first enter the application form, you will need to register your organisation. You will be sent a password by email and using the user name and login you have been allocated, you can log in and out of the application form, completing it at your leisure.

Sportsmatch is funded by Sport England to support the development of grassroots sport in England. They award organisations, running projects aimed at increasing participation in sports at community level. They do this through matching eligible funding invested in community sport.

They match sponsorship, which has been given to an eligible sports body by a company, Trust or private individual to fund projects to encourage new participation at grassroots level.

They will match funding for any eligible sporting activity, so long as it is recognised as a sport by Sport England. 

The maximum amount of sponsorship monies they will match is £50,000 and the minimum is £1,000. Sponsorship support doesn't have to be in cash - in some circumstances we will also match in-kind sponsorship. They cannot match sponsorship funding if the project is due to be completed post 31st March 2009.

· Women and girls

· Black and Minority Ethnic groups

· Disability groups

Sportsmatch will not fund the following:

· Individuals
